The sample speech reflects the

2001 NCVRW theme and offers a

broad national perspective about the

current status of victims' rights and

services.  It should be personalized to

reflect local issues and concerns, as

well as to educate the public about

victims' rights and services available

in the community in which the

speech is delivered.  Potential audi-

ences for NCVRW speeches include:

civic organizations; allied profession-

al groups; schools, colleges and uni-

versities (classes, general assemblies,

and student/faculty organizations);

criminal and juvenile justice and vic-

tims' rights conferences; and reli-

gious institutions.
